The purpose is two-fold: 1) to more
quickly acculturate their children, and 2) to provide a greater English immersion experience to promote English language
acquisition skills. Not only would hosting a student(s) be a wonderful opportunity for the South Korean children, it would also be a
wonderful opportunity for HCA families and their children. The rewards will be many. By placing these children, we will also boost
our enrollment by an additional 30 students. There is an additional incentive that could help HCA families who may be struggling
with paying tuition next year. The stipend for hosting an international student is $1,000 per month per child. This includes room,
board, and transportation to and from school. The child's family is responsible for school lunches, field trips, clothing, uniforms,
incidentals, medical, etc.
