It is sponsored by The Church of Jesus Christ of LatteDay Saints in
partnership with Hands On Forsyth, Forsyth County Parks & Recreation and Keep Forsyth County Beautiful.

The public is invited to come help prepare the Big Creek Service Project for everyday use. The Big Creek Greenway in Forsytbounty
is a 12foot wide concrete and boardwalk path meandering through the deciduous woods along the Big Creek. It offers an ideal set-
ting for walking, jogging, biking and inline skating. = The Greenway in Forsyth County stretches from McFarland Road to Bethelvew
Road approximately 6.7 miles. When all phases are completed, the Greenway will span approximately 15 miles.

With the help of involved local citizen volunteers, we hope to clear the entire trail of any debris, trim back weeds, instill mile markers,
paint center line along trail (color coded by zone) and prepare side of trail for future maintenance by Forsyth Parks & Recreation.

What to bring: leather gloves, rakes, brooms, shovels, weed eater, edger.
